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Imam Hasen Al-Askary and His Jurisprudential Narrations
- A Study in the Meanings of the Narrations' Origin -

Abstract

Praise be to Allah, the Lord of the worlds, and peace be and
prayer upon the most descent of the prophets and messengers,
Mohammed and his household.

The concept of Imamate with its aspects causes confusion
for the researcher, because of the great dispute among Muslims
over it which is the prominent feature of the historical and
doctrinal track of the Shiites and that of those who believe in the
twelfth Imams in particular. The most important feature of them
is " Infallibility " which is the core of this concept. Moreover,
the legislative and leadership aspects, we notice that it is found
in twelve persons whose names are identified by the Prophetic
Tradition. Each one of them determined the one to follow him.
As a results, the Shiite leadership system began to form, until it
reached number eleven, Imam Mohammed Al-Hasen Al-Askary
(peace be upon him), who had to confront the most difficult
matter his ancestors ever met. In spite of the fact that each one
of them faced a unique issue that was never met by the ones
who preceded them, but that matter was not familiar to the
Shiites, it was that the last one to come will disappear. That was
the basic point on which the results of the research were built,
which were about the significant characteristics of Imam Hasen
Al-Askary (peace be upon him) as being the proof of Allah for
his creatures.

1- Imam Hasen Al-Askary ( peace be upon him) is the
eleventh of the Muslims Imams and God's Messenger
grandson (peace and prayer be upon him). He grew up in
his parent house, Imam Al- Al-Hadi (peace be upon him)
and he followed his path.

2- The Imam is known to be very generous, in spite of the
fact that the authority kept him in samara under their
observation because he was the best and
the most ) knowledgeable person



at his time.

3- He was well informed of the Islamic world matters. He
always defended the Holy Quran against all the doubts that
were aroused around it and the Islamic religion.

4- He followed the path that his ancestors led and never
disagreed with their rules (peace be upon them). This was
a proof for everyone that they follow one source and they
never contradict each other, unlike the others.

5- The Imams' speech is comprehensive for being fully
aware of most of the jurisprudential aspects including
worships, transactions and rules. He had a certain rule for
every jurisprudential issue.

6- He informed his Shiites about the one to follow him. He
also determined some issues as (Al-Ageeka) which means
submitting a sacrifice for God, as he combined between
the jurisprudential rule and the origin of the belief. This
made the researcher go through most of the historical and
traditional narrations to deduce the legitimate rules.

7- The jurisprudential narrations taken from Imam Hasen
(peace be upon him), which were mentioned in the Hadiths
reached eighty-five narration converting all the Islamic
jurisprudence aspects.
